THIS MATTER is before the Cherokee Supreme Court from the Appellant’s June 17,
2025, appeal of the final decision of the Cherokee Board of Elections dated the same day
denying certification of PATRICK HENRY LAMBERT as a candidate in the 2025 Birdtown
Township Tribal Council election.

Due to the request of all parties, this Court scheduled the matter for expedited review
with briefs submitted and arguments held 30 days following the hearing by the
Cherokee Election Board on June 10, 2025.

The Cherokee Supreme Court, after reviewing the record and hearing arguments of
counsel and Appellant, hereby orders, adjudges, and decrees:

1. The decision of the Cherokee Board of Elections is REVERSED, and the
Court orders PATRICK HENRY LAMBERT be immediately certified by the
Cherokee Board of Elections as a candidate in the 2025 Birdtown Township
Tribal Council election.

2. A primary election for the Birdtown Township shall be held at a time and
place determined by the Cherokee Board of Elections.

3. Primary elections in all other Townships set on July 17, 2025, remain
undisturbed.



4. The general election for all elections in all Townships set on September 4,

2025, remains undisturbed.

The Court issues this summary decision with an opinion to follow as soon as practicable
due to time restrictions of the forthcoming 2025 primary and general elections.
